12 He dreamed and saw a
raised staircase, its foundation on earth and its top touching the sky, and God’s messengers were ascending and descending
on it. 13 Suddenly the Lord was standing on it and saying, “I am the Lord, the God of your father Abraham and the God of
Isaac. I will give you and your descendants the land on which you are lying. 14 Your descendants will become like the dust
of the earth; you will spread out to the west, east, north, and south.
